As your constituent, I must express my support for Congressman John Conyers’ single payer national health insurance bill HR 676.  Our healthcare system requires a single payer for several reasons:

· 45 million Americans are uninsured with another 40 million underinsured, leaving individuals sicker and dying younger.
· One million Americans are bankrupted by medical bills annually though three quarters had insurance when they became ill.

· Businesses pay 8.5% of payroll toward health coverage, making them less globally competitive.
· Runaway costs in our current system are threatening our nation’s economy.

HR 676 would tackle these issues head-on:
· All in the U.S. would receive coverage for necessary care to increase quality and quantity of life.

· 95% of families will pay less for health care than they do today.

· Employers would spend 3.3% of payroll tax and eliminate payments to private health plans. 

· Single payer would save more than $300 billion in administrative costs and $100 billion by bulk purchasing medications.

President Bush’s current plan would only help 6% of those uninsured (predominantly the wealthy who want tax shelters) and encourages the wasteful administrative costs.
